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TEAM REQUIREMENTS
· Teams consist of a of 6 players. 3 boys and 3 girls. 

· Only four members of the squad are allowed on the pitch at any one time, 2 girls and 2 boys.
· We can cater for a maximum of 8 squads at each event. A squad consists of 2 teams (6 boys / 6 girls). 
ELIGIBILITY

· Pupils will be selected from school years Y5 & Y6. Small schools can also draw players from Y4.
EVENT & COMPETITION FORMAT

· All pupils will receive an hour long coaching session at the start of the day to familiarize them with the core skills and rules.

· The tournament will be played to Quicksticks rules. You can download a copy of the rules from: www.playquicksticks.co.uk
· Schools will be placed in a pool and will play a round robin competition. There will be a playoff stage against the other pools.

· The highest placed available team will be offered a place at regional playoffs, date TBC.
· One school from the whole SSP will go through to the County / Level 3 Championships at the Summer School Games.
PRESENTATION

The presentation will take place as soon as possible after the final game.  Certificates of attendance will be available for all children who take part in the festival plus medals and a trophy for the winners.
